Plan to bring a proposal forward to the City of Portage which would have the towns no longer owning 50% of the fire department, towns only own three pieces of equipment, and initial charge out on all fire calls to be set at $500. No meeting date has been set with the City of Portage.

b) Clerk presented information on moving the Town’s Checking Account to Summit Credit Union.  Discussion was held, no decision was made. Topic tabled until after the April 2017 Spring Election.

c) D Moller Sentry Kennel.  Lisa and Dale Moller are in the process of selling their home and Sentry Kennel business.  They are requesting that their conditional use permit be transferred to the new owners to be included in the sale of the property to the new owners. Columbia County Zoning would like to review the conditional use permit, since it was issued over 20 years ago.  The original conditional use permit included, boarding, grooming and obedience training of dogs and the ability to have 15 to 72 dog runs, currently they have only 29 runs.  The Moller’s have run a very successful business and have had no issues or complaints regarding the kennel operational from surrounding landowners and neighbors.  

Clark moved, seconded by Jon to have the Town Board send a letter to Columbia County Zoning approving the existing conditional use permit for the Sentry Kennel operation being transferred to the new property owners.
